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Easy for God! 
 
This week I heard about a scientist who has been 
studying the magnetic fields of the earth for years.  
He is currently constructing a huge stainless steel 
sphere. He plans to pour molten metal in the sphere 
in an attempt to re-create what nature has provided 
for ions---a magnetic field. Deep in the core of the 
earth there is molten metal, which under great pres-
sure somehow creates the earth’s magnetic fields.  
When the scientist spoke of his experiment he said, 
“For years I’ve been trying to re-create what nature 
does so easily!” I believe we Christians would restate 
his words a bit differently:  “I’ve been trying to        
re-create what God has done so easily through    
creation.” 
 
I believe creation is the work of a divine Creator, not 
the byproduct of an accident! There are too many 
amazing, intricate and puzzling things in nature to 
believe they just happened---like  magnetic fields. It 
amazes me that people fail to believe in a divinely 
inspired creation when there are so many “wonders” 
to observe. Even our brightest minds and mind-
blowing technology has not been able to reproduce 
what has existed in creation for centuries upon centu-
ries—things God makes look natural and easy! 
 
To think about God in these terms leads me to       
believe God is supremely intelligent. God is amaz-
ingly creative. God is tenderly personal. God holds 
the answers to life’s complex questions. God can take 
the seemingly impossible and make it simple. God 
can take chaos and give it shape, form and meaning. 
 
Who wouldn’t want that kind of God for a friend? A 
confidant?  A guide for life?  Perhaps we need to  
elevate our understanding of God and give God the 
proper place in our lives---First place! What would 
that look for you and me---giving God top billing in 
all we do?
